General Information
Robert Ames has made available a scholarship fund to be given annually to qualifying students for the betterment of Nursing.  Up to $5000.00 may be awarded annually.  The guidelines for these annual nursing scholarships are as follows:

FUNDS AVAILABLE:  Funds will be available yearly from the Ruth Ames Nursing Scholarship Fund which is presently held by the South Dakota Community Foundation Fund.  Funds will be sent on behalf of the recipient directly to the financial aide office of the qualifying school of your choice.

ELIGBILITY:  This scholarship is for education in a registered nursing program.  The scholarship is available to any person between the ages of 18-32 years with a desire to attend an accredited South Dakota school majoring in a Registered Nurse program.  The student must maintain a 2.9 or above average.  Scholarships will be awarded on a yearly basis; however the scholarship will be paid on a per semester basis.  A student is eligible to apply each year for a scholarship.  Applicants will need to demonstrate a strong financial need.   Applicants should have good academic and citizenship skills with school and community involvement or work experience.

A transcript of previous semester or quarter must accompany narrative. These are due by April 26th, 2024. 6- A short description of financial need- includes information on financial aide and other scholarships received.

7- A copy of acceptance letter from the school you plan to attend.

8- Copy of your most current transcript (high school or college).
